Wrexham FC has been in the headlines for some time now
and have just consummated a takeover by two Hollywood A-
listers, Rob McElhenney and Ryan Reynolds. Their Twitter
accounts now reflect their links with Wrexham with new
names - Wrob and Wryan! With these two came a capital
injection of £2m to boost their fortunes both on and off the
pitch. According to Wales’ national newspaper, The Leader,
the takeover has caught the imagination of people all over

six continents! It is nice to see a historic football club with a
rich history and tradition now able to look forward with such
hope and optimism and we at Aldershot wish them all the
good luck in the world.

On a lesser scale we played Stockport County last weekend,
also under new ownership and investment. Property
developer Mark Stott is seen by many to be Stockport's most
successful ever businessman and he has quickly made his
presence felt. The club is now debt free, the football
management team has been replaced, a strong budget is in
place to recruit good players and the plan has been agreed
to get the club into the Championship in seven years.

Just last Tuesday we hosted Solihull Moors, a club
transformed after new investors arrived in 2018. The ground
has been rebuilt to a very high specification and the football
management have been able to seek out players of a
standard commensurate with the Club’s stated ambition of
promotion into Division 1.

There are other clubs that could be mentioned. Eastleigh
benefited from the £11m Stuart Donald put into the Club
before he moved to Sunderland. This money transformed
both the ground and the playing squad. It has left a mixed
heritage for Eastleigh which they are dealing with and we
wish them well too as our Hampshire neighbours.

So the topic of who might do the same with Aldershot arose
during Tuesday’s half-time break. Don’t you know Justin
Rose? Was not Martin Freeman brought up in Aldershot? I
hear there is a very rich YouTuber here? Why not us? Well it
should be made clear that over many years numerous
individuals have put five-and sometimes six-figure sums into

a danger that the “investor” does not last the course either
because their interest goes elsewhere or their own fortune
subsides.

All we can do is look for sensible investors whilst running
our business as efficiently as possible. We cannot compete
with other clubs at our level, tempting players on very long-
term contracts at many thousands of pounds per week. What
we can do is look for those younger hungry players, maybe
with a raw footballing talent that we can work on over time,
maybe even a couple of seasons, so that we truly are able to
compete. There is more than one way of achieving
competitive advantage than just throwing money at the
business.

Hopefully we will know shortly whether we will be playing on
to compete the season (everyone in football would play on if
they could). Hopefully the sensible outcome of a further

grant will prevail but that does look unlikely. Loans are a
means to a short-term end but have to be repaid which is
never easy. Some teams may have no option but to stop and
Dover appear to be one of those. Will they be punished, what
happens to them next season, will their results be expunged
(our 5:0 win could go), will there be any relegation?

This has not been the “finest hour” for many of those in the
decision-making process. The BBC will have decided who to
shame and blame. But for all of us at Aldershot Town FC we
have just got to get on with it.

As the matches continue to come on a now regular three and
four day basis, today we welcome Wrexham to the EBB
Stadium for our second home game in a week. The Red
Dragons had a 2:0 win over our near neighbours, Woking on
Tuesday night while we had one of those nights everyone,
management, players and supporters like to forget, a 3:1
loss. But the advantage of the frequent matches means that
there’s always another game coming along to rectify what
went before and today is a fresh opportunity to look once
again for the high levels of performance that everyone
desires from their team and those all-important three
points.

We've already met Wrexham this season- and lost 1-0 at the
Racecourse Ground. It's probably fair to say that matters
behind the scenes have changed considerably there since
then, as the Supporters Trust which saved the Club from
oblivion in December 2011 has given way to new owners
from the world of film, exciting times for the club and its
fans and something that reached the national press. The
deal was only signed a few days ago and the win over
Woking on Tuesday will have been a good way of celebrating.

Our visitors have also been in the press recently because of
their statement over the current vote in the National League
whether to keep the season going or to null and void. Not

being eligible for loans/grants from Sport England led them
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to abstain from the vote which as I write, is nearing its
conclusion although still not fully decided.

What an awful time it's been too as clubs struggle to make
the right decision for their individual set up - there’s never
going to be a solution that fits all and there have been a few
comments made via both written and social media that
frustration and maybe even fear have led people to utter
when usually they would have said no such thing. Let's hope
for some kind of resolution soon for the players,
management directors, staff and supporters - living in this
state of flux is not good for any of us.

If we didn’'t know before, and of course we did, it's that
supporters are the absolute bedrock of football, both in the
generation of funds to run a club (and of course there is still
plenty of that going on with the purchase of live streams,
club merchandise, competitions and sponsorship), and as
the suppliers of match day atmosphere. The players all
acknowledge that matches are not the same without
supporters and supporters certainly know that it's not! When
reporters all over the country during the recent big freeze
were detailing the amount of layers they were having to
wear to deal with the level of cold while attending a match,
there were understandably many comments about how
supporters would love to be freezing cold stood on the
terraces of (insert your team here), just to be able to watch a
game live and in the flesh once again. If nothing else, when
we do all finally get back to watching football nobody will be
taking it for granted that we are back in grounds or that the
attendance of supporters should be taken as read.

Until that time though it is very much status as usual,
watching the live streams and following the Shots from our
laptops and TVs.
